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INTRODUCTION

The Macatawa Area Coordinating Council (MACC) was formed in 1988 out of recognition of the
need for greater cooperation among units of government in the Holland/Zeeland area. The
MACC’s membership currently includes:

City of Holland Holland Charter Township = Ottawa County Board of Commissioners
City of Zeeland Zeeland Charter Township = Allegan County Board of Commissioners
Port Sheldon Township | Fillmore Township Ottawa County Road Commission
Olive Township Laketown Township Allegan County Road Commission
Park Township Macatawa Area Express Michigan Department of Transportation

As a result of the 1990 Census, the Holland/Zeeland area was designated as an urbanized area
with a population of greater than 50,000. Federal law requires that metropolitan areas with an
urbanized area population of greater than 50,000 establish a metropolitan planning organization
(MPO). The MPO ensures that the area has a continuing, cooperative, and comprehensive
transportation planning process. The MACC was designated as the MPO for the Holland/Zeeland
area in 1993. The MACC's planning process covers the area within its metropolitan planning area
(MPA). The current MPA is approximately 200 square miles.

There are many transportation planning activities that the MACC, as the MPO, is required to
perform. One such task is the development of a Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for
the MACC planning area. The TIP, which covers four years, outlines the most immediate
implementation priorities for transportation projects and strategies from the MACC’s Long Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP). The LRTP covers the period from 2020 to 2045.

Several factors significantly impact the development of the TIP:

Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA)

Currently, the MACC is working under the newly passed Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act
(IJA) legislation. IlJA includes a 5-year surface transportation bill. The highway provisions are based
on the 5-year highway bill approved by the Senate Environment and Public Works Committee
earlier in 2021. The MACC will work to implement the FHWA and MDOT planning areas to the best
of its abilities.

According to the Federal regulations, Federal-aid projects identified in the TIP must be consistent
with the long-range transportation planning process (including any performance-based planning
and performance targets - for pavement, bridges, system reliability, safety, congestion, and
public transit) and must be developed by the local MPO (in this case MACC), the State, and any
affected public transit operator(s). The MAP-21 and FAST Act legislation reinforces the
consideration of performance targets, particularly for National Highway System (NHS) facilities.
The 2021 IlIJA federal legislation continued the FAST Act planning requirements.
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In addition, an environmental justice analysis is required to determine that there was no
disproportionally adverse impact on minority or low-income populations, nor neglect of the same,
in the implementation of the projects/programs contained in this TIP.

Public Participation
As noted above, the llJA requires that there be opportunities for public participation throughout
the TIP development process. The comments and information gained through public input must
be considered when developing the TIP. Copies of the original comments can be viewed in
Appendix C and D.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT

The opportunity for public involvement in the development of the FY 2023-2026 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP) can be summarized as follows:

e Local agencies passed resolutions announcing their intent to submit projects for the FY 2023-
2026 TIP call for projects (Appendix E).

e Review of draft project lists at Technical and Policy Committee meetings. The Policy meetings
are posted to the MACC’s Vimeo page online for next-day viewing (www. vimeo.com/themacc)

e The opportunity for public input and notice of the TIP Open House was promoted on Linked-
In, the MACC Facebook page, and the MACC Monthly e-newsletter via Constant Contact email
notification.

e Technical Committee discussion of environmental justice analysis methodology, agency
consultation process and responses, and review of the financial plan

e Public comment period at Technical and Policy Committee meetings

e TIP Open House on May 18, 2022

e Newspaper notification of the availability of draft FY 2023-2026 TIP document
e Formal public review and comment period: May 9 - June 6, 2022

e Copies of the draft document were distributed to local public libraries

e Posted on the home page of the MACC website

e Adoption of FY 2023-2026 TIP document

As shown, there were many opportunities for input, not only at MACC Policy and Technical
Committee meetings but also through outreach efforts to stakeholders and mass media. The
MACC’s meetings occur monthly, are open to the public, are publicized on the agency’s website,
and in the case of the Policy Committee, posted online for next-day viewing. In addition, public
notices announcing pending MPO action on the TIP and the opportunity to review the document
were published in the local newspaper. The document was made available at local public libraries
as well as the MACC office.



MACC AREA PROJECTS/ACTIVITIES

The process for selecting the local projects included in the TIP begins with a “call for projects” to
all MACC members announcing that the MACC is accepting project nominations. All submitted
projects are checked to ensure that they are federal aid eligible (e.g. have the proper national
functional classification) and capacity-enhancing project nominations are examined to ensure they
were included in the current Long Range Transportation Plan. All projects must meet the
objectives of a performance-based planning approach according to federal requirements. The TIP
Development Committee, comprised of one representative from each of the MACC members,
reviews and prioritizes the projects. Several criteria are used in the review and prioritization
process including: functional class, traffic volume, most recent PASER pavement rating, date of the
last improvement, and whether the project is within the MACC's environmental justice
area. Additional considerations include whether the project provides: a regional benefit,
connectivity, promotes complete streets, enhances an environmentally sensitive area,
incorporates green infrastructure, and supports economic development. The selection process
evaluates which performance measure the project is associated with, and the target the project is
proposed to achieve. Once a prioritized list has been developed, it is forwarded to the MACC's
Technical Committee which reviews the list, considers public comments, and forwards a
recommendation to the Policy Committee. The Policy Committee also reviews public comments
and ultimately approves the projects. Ongoing management, including administrative
modifications and amendments to the adopted TIP, is the responsibility of MACC staff. The MACC's
policy regarding amendments and administrative modifications can be found in Appendix I.

The process for reviewing projects provided by MDOT begins with a review of the Department’s
five-year program. This is done with the Technical Committee and Policy Committee and the
opportunity was given to comment on the projects.

The following pages include the projects/programs anticipated to be completed during the time
period of this TIP. When reviewing the project list please note that only projects located on the
federal-aid roadway network are eligible for inclusion. Generally, this network excludes
neighborhood and low-volume roadways. Also, this is a list of projects/programs being completed
with federal funding. Many other projects in the MACC area are completed using other revenue
sources. It should be noted that costs are shown in two ways: Phase Amount — which is typically
the cost to construct the project and Total Job Cost — which would include all project cost items
such as engineering and contingencies. Furthermore, these costs assume “year of expenditure” in
that a factor was incorporated by the submitter to account for inflation. The project list will be
amended periodically to add projects that are awarded funding after the publishing of this list.
Traditionally, these are projects awarded funding from the Highway Safety Improvement Program,
the Transportation Alternatives Program, and the Transportation Economic Development Fund.
Please check the MACC's website (www.the-macc.org/transportation/transportation-
improvement) for the most current project listing. If you are interested in seeing what projects
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were submitted, but not selected, for federal funding through the MACC during the development
of this TIP, please see Appendix F: lllustrative Candidate Project List. Projects on the lllustrative List
can receive investment through the TIP if future funding becomes available.

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PERFORMANCE-BASED PLANNING & PROGRAMMING

The objective of a performance-based transportation program is for states and metropolitan
planning organizations (MPOs) to invest resources in projects that collectively make progress
toward the achievement of national goals. Federal rules identify seven areas where performance
goals are required: Safety, Pavement and Bridge Condition, Congestion Reduction, System
Reliability, Freight Movement, Environmental Sustainability, and Reduced Project Delivery Delay.

The Macatawa Area Coordinating Council has taken steps to incorporate performance measures
and targets into the transportation planning process. Two primary planning documents, the MACC
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) provide a
performance-based approach to decision-making.

Safety Targets

MDOT staff predict the frequency of fatalities and serious injuries based on models and use this
number to calculate a five-year rolling average for fatalities and serious injuries. Final safety
targets are developed after evaluating the correlation between traffic crashes, VMT, Gross
Domestic Product (GDP) per capita, and other economic factors that impact travel. New safety
targets are supported by the MACC each year. These safety targets were most recently updated
as of January 2022 by Resolution 22-01. The table and graph on the next page show safety

targets for 2022.

Since 2016, traffic collisions within the MACC’s boundaries have stayed relatively the same. There
was a slight uptick in 2019, but 2020 saw a drastic decrease. This is because fewer people were
driving during the height of COVID lockdowns. Using the Michigan Crash Facts website and input
from local law enforcement, we analyzed crashes from 2016 to 2020. During these 5 years (2016-
2020), injuries occurred in 2,279 crashes, with 329 crashes involving serious injuries and 61 fatal
crashes, 1,668 crashes involving a distracted driver, and in 682 crashes the driver was drinking.
Within the MACC planning area, 107 crashes involved a pedestrian. Of these crashes, 20 were
reported as serious injuries and 6 were fatal injuries. There were 206 crashes involving bicyclists
during this same period. Of these crashes, 18 were reported as serious injuries and 3 were fatal
injuries.
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Fiscal Year

In support of the State’s safety targets, the MACC plans and programs projects that are designed
to improve safety for people who drive, walk, and bike. MACC-sponsored programs, such as the
annual Green Commute Week, and community groups and organizations like the Lakeshore
Cycling Coalition and Pedal Holland work to increase the safety of our citizens. Regional collision
data is analyzed on an annual basis in comparison with statewide trends, to continue to evaluate
the effectiveness of local projects and programs.

Performance Targets for System Reliability

The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) has developed targets for travel time
reliability on the Interstates, Non-Interstate National Highway System (NHS), and freight reliability
for trucks. Data on travel time is evaluated to see how it varies over time and to demonstrate
consistency. The definitions below help to explain the difference between Congestion and Travel
Time Reliability:

Congestion — occurs when there are too many vehicles at the same place at the same time
(demand exceeds supply). An increase in congestion usually results in a decrease in the “quality”
of the driving experience. An increase in congestion relates to an increase in the “use of the
system” and usually occurs during the “peak” periods of the day. Most travelers are accustomed
to everyday congestion —they can plan for it.

Travel Time Reliability — relates to the consistency or dependability of travel time, and is measured
from day to day, or across different times of the day. Unreliable travel times usually occur during
the “peak” periods of the day, and most travelers are less tolerant of “unexpected” delays — as
they can’t plan for them.

Transit Asset Management Targets for State of Good Repair

Transit agencies were required to have an initial Transit Asset Management Plan in place by
October 1, 2018. Recording the condition of each asset helps transit agencies to achieve or
maintain transit assets above marginal or poor condition ratings—known as maintaining a State
of Good Repair (SGR). The federal rules for Transit Asset Management noted that the new
standards are meant to help transit agencies keep their systems operating smoothly and efficiently
while working at the same time to reduce the nation’s backlog of needed transportation
improvements. MAX Transit has prepared a Transit Asset Management Plan and approved State
of Good Repair (SGR) targets. The MACC Policy Board took action to support MAX Transit targets
for State of Good Repair on September 24, 2018. Transit performance targets include revenue
vehicles, equipment, and facilities.

Revenue Vehicles - MAX expects its full-service revenue fleet to remain mostly within the Useful
Life Benchmark (ULB) threshold into the upcoming fiscal years. Buses, cutaways, and vans are
traditionally targeted for replacement after reaching FTA’s Useful Life age but before the ULB (or
maximum age) is met. Due to recent supply chain disruptions and new vehicle production delays,
revenue vehicles beyond ULB may be retained for further service following an individual
mechanical inspection and resulting score-graded determination meant to forecast an asset’s
acceptable yet cost-effective extended lifecycle.
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Equipment — MAX is typically able to utilize some of its non-revenue/service automobiles (road
supervisor, staff, and maintenance vehicles) slightly beyond the 8-year Useful Life Benchmark
provided preventative maintenance costs remain reasonable.

Facilities —Both MAX facilities (Padnos & Greenway) are expected to remain well above a 3.0 score.

Building systems are monitored monthly and scores are calculated following inspections of each
facility's HVAC, substructure, electrical, fire protection, rooftop, and plumbing systems.

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FINANCIAL PLAN

Introduction

The function of the TIP Financial Plan is to manage available federal-aid highway and transit
resources cost-effectively and efficiently. Specifically, the Financial Plan details:

1. Available highway and transit funding (federal, state, and local);
Fiscal constraint (cost of projects cannot exceed revenues reasonably expected
to be available);

3. Expected rate of change in available funding (unrelated to inflation);
4. Year of Expenditure (YOE) factor to adjust for predicted inflation;
5. Estimate of Operations and Maintenance (O and M) costs for the federal-aid

highway system (FAHS)

Available Highway and Transit Funding

The majority of federal highway and transit funding is derived from federal motor fuel taxes,
currently 18.4 cents per gallon on gasoline and 24.4 cents per gallon on diesel. These funds are
deposited in the Highway Trust Fund (HTF). A portion of these funds is retained in the Mass Transit
Account of the HTF for distribution to public transit agencies and states. In recent years, the HTF has
seen large infusions of cash from the federal General Fund, due to declining collections from motor
fuel taxes. This is mostly due to increased fuel efficiency in conventionally-powered vehicles, as well
as a growing number of hybrid and fully-electric vehicles that require little to no motor fuel.

There are several federal highway programs serving different purposes. Federal highway funds are
apportioned to the states (apportionment means the distribution of funds according to formulas
established by law) and then a portion is allocated to local planning agencies based on the population
in each region. Local road agencies within the MACC area receive approximately $2.8 million.
Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) spends a fluctuating amount annually for capital
needs on state-owned highways (I-, US-, and M- roads) in the MACC Area.

Like the highway programs, there are many federal transit programs, the list of which can also be
found within the FY2023-2026 TIP list of projects. Transit funds are distributed according to a
complex set of distribution formulas. The Macatawa Area Express, the public transit agency within
the MACC area, receives approximately $1.8 million in federal-aid transit funding each year for
capital and operating expenses.

State funding for transportation comes from vehicle registration fees and motor fuel taxes. State
motor fuel taxes are currently set at 27.2 cents per gallon on gasoline and diesel. The state also
levies a six percent sales tax on the wholesale and federal tax portion of each gallon of motor fuel,
but a majority of this funding goes to support schools and local government. Funding from motor
fuel taxes and registration fees (but not the sales tax) is deposited in the Michigan Transportation
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Fund (MTF), which is analogous to the federal HTF. The Comprehensive Transportation Fund (CTF)
within the MTF is used for transit.

Local funding is much more difficult to predict. There is a patchwork of transportation millages,
special assessment districts, downtown development authorities, and other funding mechanisms
throughout the region. Therefore, this Financial Plan does not attempt to quantify current non-
federal funding or forecast future non-federal funding revenues, except for MTF and CTF.

Fiscal Constraint and Project Selection

The most important financial consideration when creating and/or maintaining a S/TIP is fiscal
constraint. This means that each year’s list of projects cannot exceed the amount of funding
reasonably expected to be available in the fiscal year. Funding is considered “reasonably expected
to be available” if the federal, state, and local funding amounts are based on amounts received in
past years, with rates of change developed cooperatively between MDOT, transportation planning
agencies, and public transportation agencies. Note that these rates of change are not the same as
inflation; rather, they are forecasts of the amount of funding that will be made available by the
federal, state, and local governments. In Michigan, this cooperative process is facilitated by the
Michigan Transportation Planning Association (MTPA), whose members include the aforementioned
agencies, plus the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal Transit Administration (FTA).
The MTPA has determined that recent federal transportation funding shortfalls make it prudent to
hold federal funding levels at a two percent annual rate of increase for all four years of the FY 2023-
2026 TIP. For more detailed budget information regarding fiscal constraints see Appendix H.

Year of Expenditure (YOE)

When MDOT, local agencies, and public transit agencies program their projects, they are expected
to adjust costs by using year of expenditure (YOE) dollars. YOE simply means that project costs have
been adjusted for expected inflation. This is not the same as expected rates of funding change (see
the previous section). Each local agency and MAX have their own inflation factor(s), based on past
experience. MDOT has developed YOE factors for itself and any agency that hasn’t developed its
own.

Summary: Federal resources available for capital needs on the federal-aid
highway system

Table 12 contains a summary of the predicted resources that will be available for capital needs on
the federal-aid highway system in the MACC Area over fiscal years 2023 through 2026. The only local
(i.e., non-federal) funding included is funding required to match federal-aid funds. This is usually
about 20 percent of the cost of each project.

Estimate of Operations and Maintenance Costs for the Federal-Aid Highway
System

Almost all federal-aid highway funding is restricted to capital costs; i.e., the cost to build and
maintain the actual physical assets of the federal-aid highway system (essentially, all I-, US-, and M-
designated roads, plus most public roads functionally classified as “collector” or higher). Operations
and maintenance (O and M) costs, such as snow and ice removal, pothole patching, rubbish removal,
electricity costs to operate streetlights and traffic signals, etc. are the responsibility of MDOT or local
road agencies, depending on road ownership. Nevertheless, federal regulations require an estimate
of O and M costs on the federal-aid highway system over the years covered by the TIP. Table 13
contains a summary O and M cost estimate for roads the federal-aid highway system in the MACC
area. These funds are not shown in the TIP, because most highway operations and maintenance
costs are not eligible for federal aid. The amounts shown are increased by the agreed-upon
estimated YOE (i.e., inflation) factors.

Summary: Resources available for needs of Public Transit Agencies

Transit agencies receive their funding from a variety of sources: federal, state, and local. Federal
funding is distributed, in large part, according to the population of the urbanized area and/or state.
For example, Section 5307 (Urbanized Area Formula Grant) is distributed directly to large transit
agencies located within the Ann Arbor, Detroit, and Toledo Transportation Management Areas
(TMAs; urbanized areas with more than 200,000 residents). Section 5307 funds are distributed to
federally-specified transit agencies in urbanized areas between 100,000 and 199,999 residents. For
areas under 100,000 population, the state can generally award funding at its discretion.

Other sources of funding are more specialized, such as Section 5310 (Enhanced Transportation for
Elderly and Persons with Disabilities) and Section 5311 (for rural areas).

The State of Michigan, through the MDOT Office of Passenger Transportation (OPT), also distributes
CTF funding to match federal aid, for job access reverse commute (providing access to available
employment for persons in low-income areas), and for local bus operating (LBO). LBO funds are
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very important to the agencies as federal-aid funding for transit, like federal-aid funding for
highways, is almost entirely for capital expenses.
Local funding can come from farebox revenues, a community’s general fund, millages, and other
sources. As with local highway funding, local transit funding can be difficult to predict. Therefore,
this chapter will only include federal and state resources available for transit.

Table 16 contains a summary of the predicted resources that will be available for capital needs for
MAX during fiscal years 2023 through 2026. Federal funding reasonably expected to be available is
included. CTF funding expected to be distributed by the MDOT Office of Passenger Transportation
to MAX to match the federal funding is also included.

Demonstration of Financial Constraint, FY 2023 through FY 2026

After determining what resources are available for federal-aid highway and transit capital, in the
MACC region from FY 2023 through FY 2026, and matching those available resources to specific
needs, a four-year program of projects is created within the context of the region’s transportation
policies as contained in the 2045 Regional Transportation Plan. The list must be adjusted to each
year’s YOE factor and then fiscally constrained to available revenues. Table 15 contains a summary
of the cost of highway and transit projects programmed over the four-year TIP period, matched
to revenues available in that same period. This table shows that the FY 2023 through FY 2026 TIP
is fiscally constrained. Note: Operations and maintenance costs of the federal-aid highway system
are included in the text of this chapter. However, these costs are not included in the TIP itself, as
nearly all highway operations and maintenance costs are ineligible for federal-aid funding.

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ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE ANALYSIS

The roadway and transit projects in the TIP must meet the principles of Executive Order 12898
relating to environmental justice (EJ). Specifically, the TIP must identify and address
disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effects of its programs and
policies on minority and low-income populations.

Information provided by USDOT Order on Environmental Justice (Order 5610.2) found on the
Environmental Justice page on FHWA's website was instrumental in the selection of the groups to
analyze. According to this directive, the groups to be considered when conducting an
Environmental Justice analysis must include:

e Black
e Hispanic
e Asian

e American Indian
e Native Hawaiian
e |ow-Income

Due to the demographic characteristics of the region, Aging population was added to the analysis.

The methodology was undertaken to analyze that the principles were being met entailed mapping
areas of low-income, minority, and aging population concentrations, overlaying the TIP’s proposed
projects, and visually analyzing the potential impacts. Utilizing the American Community Survey
(ACS) 2020 5-year estimates maps of the above-noted groups were created. These are included in
Appendix J.

Note that the projects overlaid onto the EJ maps only include items that have an associated
geographic location and therefore do not include projects that deal with region-wide operational
funding, special programs, safety improvements, or vehicle purchases. Due to their nature of being
region-wide, these projects are considered to be within the EJ area, but will not be included in the
analysis.

Step 1 - Delineation of Minority Areas

Minority areas were delineated using 2020 US Census ACS 5-year estimates at the block group
level. The minority area consists of block groups whose minority population exceeds the Macatawa
Area Coordinating Council planning area minority population of 25%. Percent minority is
calculated by adding the seven items below and dividing by the total population of that geography.
Recognizing that this would not indicate the absolute number of persons in an area, a dot density
map of individuals was overlaid on the minority area map.
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Step 2 — Delineation of Low Income Areas

How the Census Bureau measures poverty: Following the Office of Management and Budget's
(OMB) Statistical Policy Directive 14, the Census Bureau uses a set of money income thresholds
that vary by family size and composition to determine who is in poverty. If a family's total income
is less than the family's threshold, then that family and every individual in it is considered in
poverty. Utilizing American Community Survey (ACS) 2020 5-year estimates at the block group
level, low-income areas were delineated. The low-income area consists of census tracts whose
low-income population exceeds the Macatawa Area Coordinating Council planning area low-
income population of 6%. Percent of families living in poverty is calculated by dividing the total
number of families living in poverty by the total number of families in that geography. Recognizing
that this would not indicate the absolute number of persons in an area, a dot density map of
individuals was overlaid on the low-income area map.

Step 3 - Delineation of Aging Population Areas

Aging population areas were delineated by utilizing American Community Survey (ACS) 2020 5-
year estimates at the block group level. The aging population area consists of block groups
whose aging population exceeds the Macatawa Area Coordinating Council planning area aging
population of 17%. Percent of people 65 years of age and older is calculated by adding the total
number of both males and females 65 and over and dividing by the total population of that
geography. Recognizing that this would not indicate the absolute number of persons in an area,
a dot density map of aging individuals was overlaid onto the aging population area map.

— Analysis of Impacts on Minority Areas

With the minority areas now delineated, an analysis of the impacts can be completed. Analysis of
potential impacts centers on three major areas of concern:
1. Disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental impacts on minority
areas
2. Minimizing/blocking access of minority areas to the transportation system
3. Neglect of the transportation system in minority areas or otherwise reduces or delays the
receipt of benefits to those areas

Of the 104 projects in the FY23-26 TIP, only 25 of them were mapped. 24 are road pavement
projects and only one is a bridge repair project. Since the 78 other jobs are transit capital, planning,
or traffic safety lane marking projects, they will not be included in the Environmental Justice
Analysis.

Disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental impacts to minority areas
Of the 25 pavement and bridge projects contained in the TIP, 11 are in the minority areas.' These
projects included roadway reconstruction and resurfacing, intersection improvements, and non-
motorized. Residential areas in the minority areas will have minimal, if any, impact in terms of
noise, right-of-way takings, or pollution. Impacts, in the form of right-of-way acquisition, are
minor. Environmental impacts on all projects will be mitigated according to federal and state laws.
Therefore, it has been determined that there are no disproportionately high and adverse human
health impacts.

Minimizing/blocking access of minority areas to the transportation system

Minimizing access can be characterized as the permanent closing of streets or interchanges to
accomplish the projects contained in the TIP. While temporary closures will be necessary as part
of the construction process for many projects, no permanent closures are intended as a result of
implementing the proposed projects. Therefore, it has been determined that there is no blockage
of access to the transportation system or loss of mobility as a result of implementing the TIP
projects.

Neglect of the transportation system in minority areas

The MACC area is approximately 212 square miles. The minority areas mapped are approximately
29 square miles or 14% of the entire area of the MACC. As noted earlier, there are 11 projects
contained in the minority areas. These projects represent 44% of the proposed projects.

Access to public transit by residents in the minority areas was also analyzed. The public transit
(Macatawa Area Express) service area covers the minority areas in their entirety and its fixed
routes run almost entirely within the minority areas. None of the projects contained in the TIP
restrict access of residents to public transit services (fixed route or demand response). Thus, it has
been determined that there is no neglect, reduction, or delay in the receipt of transportation
benefits by those residing in the minority area.

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Step 5 — Analysis of Impacts on Low-Income Areas

1. Disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental impacts on low-
income areas
2. Minimizing/blocking access of low-income areas to the transportation system
3. Neglect of the transportation system in low-income areas or otherwise reduces or delays
the receipt of benefits to those areas

Disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental impacts on low-income
areas

Of the 25 projects and programs contained in the TIP, 14 are in low-income areas.? These projects
included all project categories: roadway reconstruction and resurfacing, intersection
improvements, nonmotorized, and bridge rehabilitation. Residential areas in the low-income areas
will have minimal, if any, impact in terms of noise, right-of-way takings, or pollution. Impacts, in
the form of right-of-way acquisition, are minor. Environmental impacts on all projects will be
mitigated according to federal and state laws. Therefore, it has been determined that there are
no disproportionately high and adverse human health impacts.

Minimizing/blocking access of low-income areas to the transportation system

Access to public transit by residents in the low-income areas was also analyzed. The public transit
(Macatawa Area Express) service area covers all low-income areas in their entirety and its fixed
routes run almost entirely within the low-income areas. None of the projects contained in the TIP
restrict access of residents to public transit services (fixed route or demand response). Thus, it
has been determined that there is no neglect, reduction, or delay in the receipt of transportation
benefits by those residing in the minority area.

Step 6 — Analysis of Impacts on Aging Population Areas

While not required, due to the demographic make-up of the region, aging populations were
added to the analysis. The MACC area is approximately 212 square miles. The aging population
areas mapped are approximately 77 square miles or 36% of the entire area of the MACC. Of the
25 projects and programs contained in the TIP, 8 are in the low-income areas.?> These projects
included all project categories: roadway reconstruction and resurfacing, intersection
improvements, nonmotorized, and bridge rehabilitation.

Conclusion

The analyses of the impacts on residents in minority areas and low income areas as a result of
implementing the projects contained in this TIP led to the following findings:

No disproportionately high and adverse human health impacts

No blockage/minimization of access to the transportation system or loss of mobility

No neglect, reduction, or delay in the receipt of transportation benefits

No restriction of access to public transit services

e More projects, on a per square mile basis, in the minority and low-income areas than in the
MACC area as a whole

These findings demonstrate that implementing the projects contained in this TIP does not result
in violations of Executive Order 12898 and the principles of environmental justice. Also, to
supplement the analyses done here, the participation process for the TIP makes a concerted effort
to reach out to traditionally disadvantaged populations (including minority and low income
populations) to ascertain the potential effects/impacts of the proposed projects

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Air Quality

The Clean Air Act (CAA) was established to improve air quality, protect public health, and
protect the environment. The CAA has been amended over the years, most significantly in the
1990s. The CAA requires the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) to set, review, and
periodically revise the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS). There are six NAAQS
pollutants:
e QOzone (03)
e Nitrogen dioxide (NO2)
e Carbon monoxide (CO)
e Lead (Pb)
e Sulfur dioxide (S02)
e Particulate matter (PM), is subdivided into particulate sizes:
= Less than 10 micrometers in diameter (PM10)
= Less than 2.5 micrometers in diameter (PM2.5)

Generators of air pollution are classified into four main types: stationary sources, area sources,
non-road mobile sources, and on-road mobile sources. Examples of generators by source
category are shown in Figure 4.

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The CAA links together air quality planning and transportation planning through the
transportation conformity process. Air quality planning is controlled by Michigan’s State
Implementation Plan (SIP) which includes the state’s plans for attaining or maintaining the
NAAQS. The primary transportation planning tools are the metropolitan Long Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP) and at both the metropolitan and state level the Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP). Transportation conformity ensures that federal funding and
approvals are given to highway and transit activities that are consistent with the SIP and these
activities will not affect Michigan’s ability to achieve the NAAQS.

Transportation activities that are subject to conformity are LRTPs, TIPs, and all non-exempt
federal projects that receive Federal Highway or Federal Transit Administration funding or
approval. The conformity process ensures emissions from implementing LRTPs, TIPs, and
Statewide Transportation Improvement Plan (STIP) projects are within acceptable levels
specified within the SIP and meet the goals of the SIP.

Transportation conformity only applies to emissions from on-road sources for the following
transportation-related pollutants:
e (Ozone
Particulate matter (particulate sizes 2.5 and 10)
Nitrogen dioxide
Carbon monoxide

In addition to emissions that are directly emitted from vehicles, regulations specifically require
certain precursor pollutants to be addressed. Precursor pollutants are those pollutants that
contribute to the formation of other pollutants. For example, ozone is not directly emitted, but
created when nitrogen oxides (NOx) and volatile organic compounds (VOC) react with sunlight.
Table 19 shows the transportation pollutants and their associated precursors. Pollutants can
be directly emitted or only formed due to precursors. Not all precursors are required to be
analyzed for a pollutant; it depends on what is causing the pollutant to form in an area.

The Michigan Department of Environmental Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE) uses monitors
throughout the state to measure pollutant levels to determine if concentrations exceed the
NAAQS. When a new NAAQS is established, an area is classified as either:
e attainment (under the standard)
e nonattainment (the area has more pollutants than allowed)
e unclassifiable/attainment (insufficient information to support an attainment or
nonattainment classification; conformity requirements are the same as for an
attainment area)

Once a nonattainment area can demonstrate attainment of the standard, the area can be re-
designated to attainment and is considered a maintenance area. Transportation conformity is
required for nonattainment or maintenance areas. Maintenance areas are required to do
conformity for 20 years.

Transportation conformity requires Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPQOs) to decide
that the LRTP, TIP, and projects conform to the SIP based on the findings of a regional
emissions analysis. The determination affirms that regional emissions will not negatively
impact the region’s ability to meet the NAAQS. Conformity has a two-step approval process.
First, the MPOs must make a formal conformity determination through a resolution that the
findings of a conformity analysis conform to the SIP; thus, emissions are at or below the
budgets found in the SIP. Then FHWA, jointly with the FTA, after consultation with the USEPA,
issues a concurrence with the determination.

Michigan has four areas designated as nonattainment for the 2015 ozone NAAQS (2015 ozone
Standard). 1) The seven counties that create the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments
(SEMCOG) MPOQO, 2) Berrien County, 2) Allegan partial county, 4) Muskegon partial county. The
SEMCOG counties are also a maintenance area for the 2006 24-hour particulate matter 2.5
NAAQS. Designations are listed in Table 2 and shown in Figure 2.

In February 2019, the Federal Highway Administration, complying with the court’s decision in
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South Coast Air Quality Management District v. U.S. EPA, started requiring areas in the country
to conduct conformity that was both maintenance for the 1997 ozone standard and
attainment for the 2008 ozone standard when the 1997 ozone standard was revoked. These
areas are not considered traditional maintenance areas because the 1997 ozone standard was
revoked, but they must fulfill the obligation to conduct conformity until the end of their
maintenance plans. These areas are considered a Limited Orphan Maintenance Area or
Orphan Maintenance Area and this impacted 15 counties in Michigan. Areas doing conformity
for the 2015 ozone NAAQS are satisfying the requirement for the 1997 ozone NAAQS. Table 2
lists the transportation pollutants and designations for areas in Michigan.

Many of Michigan’s nonattainment, maintenance, or conformity areas have geographic
boundaries that include both MPO areas and rural areas (non-MPQO). Having projects in
both areas requires conformity to be joint between MPO TIP (urban) and the STIP (rural).
The Michigan Transportation Conformity Interagency Workgroup (MITC-IAWG) reviewed
the projects in the 2023-2026 S/TIPs to determine if a new conformity analysis was
required. Table 20 indicates each area’s previous conformity determination and if a new
analysis or report is needed for the new 2023-2026 S/TIPs. MITC- IAWG consultation
documentation is included in each MPO’s TIP. For greater details on a specific MPO, consult
that MPO’s TIP.

1. The Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IlJA), aka Bipartisan Infrastructure Law
(BIL), was signed into law by President Biden on November 15, 2021. The law
authorizes $1.2 trillion for transportation and infrastructure spending with $550
billion of that figure going toward “new” investments and programes.

2. Michigan can expect to receive upwards of $11 billion through BIL from 2022 to 2026.
The IlJA includes funding opportunities across many asset classes, including, but not
limited to:

a. $7.3 billion to fix roads

$563 million for bridge replacement or repairs

$1 billion to improve public transportation

$1.3 billion to improve water infrastructure

$1.7 billion to expand high-speed internet access

$110 million to boost the state’s electric vehicle charging infrastructure

3. The MTPA has determined that recent federal transportation funding amounts make
it prudent to forecast federal funding levels increasing at a two percent annual rate of
increase for 2023- 2026, which includes all four years of the FY 2023-2026 TIP (see
Section 2-Addendum 2-2). In the MACC area, the MACC TIP Subcommittee is
provided with the federal funding targets for the years covered by the TIP. This
information is provided by MDOT. This controls the amount of federal-aid highway
funding programmed. The TIP Subcommittee makes recommendations for projects to
be programmed

Year of Expenditure (YOE) Rates

These rates represent the forecast of how much the cost of implementing transportation
projects will increase each year, on average. In other words, YOE is the expected inflation rate in
the transportation agencies’ cost of doing business. YOE adjustments to project costs are
essential to show the true relationship between costs and resources. In recent years, highway
and transit agencies have been increasingly squeezed by this phenomenon, since the inflation
rate on transportation costs has increased faster than funding growth rates. Thus, although the
rate of nominal funding growth has hovered essentially around 2.47 percent, the inflation rate
means that less work can be done per allocated dollar. When viewed from the point of view of
purchasing power, the states and MPOs have experienced a sharp decline in funding resources.

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1.0 Conformity

1.1 Introduction

Transportation conformity provisions of the Clean Air Act Amendments require metropolitan
planning organizations (MPOs) to make a determination that the Long-Range Transportation Plan
(LRTP), Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), and projects conform to the State
Implementation Plan (SIP), and that regional emissions will not negatively impact the region’s ability
to meet the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS).

Conformity to the SIP means that the region’s LRTPs and TIPs 1) will not cause any new violations of
the NAAQS; 2) will not increase the frequency or severity of existing violation; and 3) will not delay
attaining the NAAQS. A demonstration is conducted by comparing emissions estimates generated
from implementation of LRTPs and TIPs for analysis years to the motor vehicle emissions budgets
(MVEBs) contained in the maintenance SIP.

The purpose of this report is to document the process and findings of the transportation
conformity analysis for the nonattainment and maintenance areas.

1.2 Nonattainment and Maintenance Areas

Allegan County is partially an ozone nonattainment area and entirely an ozone maintenance
area. Within the boundary is part of the Macatawa Area Coordinating Council (MACC) MPO,
as well as rural projects contained in the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).

Findings of the transportation conformity analysis are for projects within Allegan County.
Projects in the 2045 LRTP have not changed since the previous analysis and are included in

the modeling, but not in the project list. Projects evaluated for this analysis are contained
in:

e MACC 2023-2026 TIP in Allegan County and
e STIP 2023-2026 in Allegan County.

1.3 Conformity Finding

The staff of the MACC finds that the LRTP and TIP conform to the SIP for the 2015 ozone standard
and the 1997 ozone standard based on the results of this conformity analysis. This report makes the
determination that the region’s transportation plan and programs satisfy all applicable criteria and
procedures in the conformity regulations.

This conformity analysis document was subject to a public comment period of May 11 to 25,
2022. Comments are recognized, considered, and responses provided in Appendix B.
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The MPO policy committee made a formal conformity determination, through a
resolution, at the MACC Policy Committee on June 6, 2022.

1.4 Results of Conformity Analysis

Conformity is demonstrated when the analysis-year emissions are equal to or less than the SIP
budget. For the 2015 and 1997 ozone standards, as shown in Table 1, the emissions results for the
analysis years show that the volatile organic compounds (VOC) and nitrogen oxides (NOx) emissions
are lower than the SIP budgets; thus, conformity for the ozone standards are demonstrated.

2.0 Background and Attainment Status
2.1 Background

The federal Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990 (CAAA) established rules to improve the air, protect
public health, and protect the environment. The act requires the U.S. Environmental Protection

Agency (EPA) to set, review, and revise the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS)
periodically.

The Clean Air Act links together air quality planning and transportation planning through the
transportation conformity process. Air quality planning is controlled by Michigan’s SIP, which includes
the state’s plans for attaining or maintaining the NAAQS. The main transportation planning tools are the
metropolitan LRTP and the metropolitan TIP. Transportation conformity ensures that federal funding
and approval are given to highway and transit activities that are consistent with the SIP and that these
activities will not affect Michigan’s ability to achieve the NAAQS.

Transportation activities that are subject to conformity are LRTPs, TIPs, and all non-exempt federal
projects that receive Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) or Federal Transit Administration (FTA)
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funding or approval. The conformity process ensures emissions from LRTP, TIP, or projects are within
acceptable levels specified within the SIP and meet the goals of the SIP.

Transportation conformity only applies to on-road sources and transportation-related
pollutants: ozone, particulate matter (particulate sizes 2.5 and 10), nitrogen dioxide, and
carbon monoxide.

In addition to emissions that are directly emitted, regulations specifically require certain
precursor pollutants to be addressed. Precursor pollutants are those pollutants that contribute to
the formation of other pollutants. For example, ozone is not directly emitted but created when
NOx and VOC react with sunlight.

When the EPA revises a NAAQS, all areas of the country are evaluated to determine if
monitored levels of the pollutant are at or below the standard; these areas are classified as
attainment. If the pollutant level is above the standard, these areas are classified as
nonattainment. MPOs in areas classified as nonattainment or maintenance must conduct
conformity analysis on their transportation programs.

2.2 Attainment Status

On April 15, 2004, the EPA issued final designations of areas not attaining the 1997 ozone NAAQS (also
referred to as 1997 ozone standard). Allegan County was designated a nonattainment area.

On Sept. 24, 2010, the EPA redesignated the area attainment/maintenance, approving and finding
adequate motor vehicle emissions budgets for VOC and NOx for the year 2021. The area was
placed into maintenance, requiring conformity emission to be compared to the MVEBs contained
in the SIP, referred to as SIP budgets.

On July 20, 2012, the EPA designated all of Michigan as attainment for the strengthened 2008
ozone NAAQS.

On July 20, 2013, the EPA partially revoked the 1997 ozone standard, withdrawing the requirement
to do transportation conformity for areas that were in maintenance. On April 6, 2015, the EPA
completely revoked the 1997 ozone standard, which resulted in removal of all transportation
conformity requirements.

On April 23, 2018, the FHWA started requiring areas in the country to conduct conformity if they
were a maintenance area for the 1997 ozone standard and attainment for the 2008 ozone
standard when the 1997 ozone NAAQS was revoked. This was to comply with the court’s decision
in South Coast Air Quality Management District v. EPA. Later, this was amended to require MPOs to
have a conformity in place on Feb. 16, 2019, and conduct conformity going forward.
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On Aug. 3, 2018, the EPA designated part of Allegan County as nonattainment for the
strengthened 2015 ozone NAAQS (also referred to as 2015 ozone standard). Conformity is
conducted for the whole county because the MVEB is for the whole county.

2.3 SIP Budgets

Allegan County has existing maintenance budgets from the 1997 ozone standard maintenance SIP.
Regulations require use of these budgets to test both ozone standards. Emissions generated must
be equal to or less than the SIP budgets, also referred to as MVEB. The MVEB is the portion of the
total allowable emissions allocated to highway and transit vehicle use in the maintenance or
nonattainment area. By showing emissions are below the MVEB, the LRTP and TIPs are conforming
to the SIP. Conformity is conducted for the whole county until a budget is determined for the 2015
ozone nonattainment area.

3.0 Interagency Consultation

Consultation with federal, state, and local transportation authorities is conducted through the
Michigan Transportation Conformity Interagency Workgroup (MITC-IAWG). Issues discussed
include evaluating and choosing emission models and methods, determining regionally significant
project definition and projects, procedures for future MITC-IAWG meetings, and rules for
reviewing projects.

A MITC-IAWG was held on April 14, 2022, to review projects and modeling assumptions; individuals
attended by Microsoft Teams or conference call. The meeting was a joint meeting between the three
conformity areas: The Allegan County Nonattainment Area, the Muskegon County Nonattainment Area,
and the Grand Rapids 1997 ozone Limited Orphan Maintenance Area (LOMA). The MPO regions of the
MACC and WestPlan extend into Ottawa County, which is part of the Grand Rapids 1997 ozone LOMA. A
summary of the MITC-IAWG meeting and relevant interagency consultation correspondence related to
this conformity is in Appendix A. A copy of this conformity analysis was sent to each MITC-IAWG member
for review and comment.

4.0 Public Participation

The Public Participation Plan, adopted by the MPO Policy Committee, establishes the procedures by
which the MPOs reach affected public agencies and the public. The same procedures were followed
for this document, ensuring the public has an opportunity to review and comment before the MPO
policy committee makes a determination.

A formal public comment period for the draft Air Quality Conformity Analysis was held from May
11 to 25, 2022. Public comments received and responses to the comments are in Appendix B.

5.0 Projects Evaluated for the Conformity Analysis

All projects in the MACC 2023 to 2026 TIP and STIP projects in Allegan County were evaluated for
inclusion in the analysis. Projects classified as non-exempt must be analyzed. Projects with exempt
classification that can be modeled with the travel demand model were modeled. Appendix C
includes a complete list of the projects evaluated for inclusion in this analysis. Projects in the
MACC 2045 LRTP have not changed since the previous analysis and are included in the modeling
but not in the project lists.

6.0 Transportation Modeling
6.1 Travel Demand Forecasting Models

Nonattainment areas are established independent of MPO boundaries. The Allegan County
nonattainment and maintenance area is covered by two travel demand forecasting models: the MACC
travel demand model covering the urban portion and the statewide model covering the rural area of
the county. Each of these models were developed in the TransCAD modeling software using the latest
demographic and employment data available to generate estimates of travel, vehicle miles of travel
(VMT), vehicles hours of travel (VHT), and speeds. Detailed documentation on each of these models is
contained in separate documents available upon request.

6.1.2 MACC Model

The MACC model covers the greater Holland and Zeeland area, with half in Allegan County and half
in Ottawa County. Only the Allegan County portion of the model is considered for this analysis.
Developed by the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT), this standard four-step model
has a base year of 2015 and a horizon year of 2045. Each of the four steps - trip generation, trip
distribution, mode choice, and traffic assignment - are checked for reasonableness against national
standards. Final model validation verifies that the assigned volumes replicate actual traffic counts.
The decennial 2010 census and 2015 American Community Survey (ACS) data were the sources of
population and household base data. Future socio-economic data for the horizon and interim years
were generated using the Community Viz scenario planning tool. Employment data was obtained
from a private business database and verified with local knowledge. Along with the Community Viz
scenario planning software, Regional Economic Models Inc. (REMI) economic and demographic
forecast data were also used to estimate future growth. The University of Michigan and MDOT jointly
develop county-specific forecast data for the REMI model.

6.1.3 Statewide Model

The statewide model developed by MDOT (completed in 2019) covers all counties in the state
and was used for the non-urban parts of Allegan County. The model is an advanced trip-based
model with short- and long-distance passenger trip generation, mode choice, trip distribution,
and traffic assignment by four time-of-day periods, as well as freight models for multi- and single-
unit trucks and other light commercial vehicles. The model has a base year of 2015 and forecasts
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traffic in five-year increments through 2045. Required interim analysis years are interpolated. The
base year trip table is calibrated to match a passive origin and destination dataset for a typical fall
weekday. Trip assignment uses an equilibrium method and base year volumes were validated
against traffic counts using MDOT and FHWA standards. Future data is based on REMI economic
and demographic forecasts.

6.1.4 Coding Travel Demand Model Links for NFC by Urban and Rural

For emission modeling, the National Functional Classification (NFC) system is used to determine
the function of roads; however, after 2010 NFCs do not distinguish roads by urban and rural. The
emission model, Motor Vehicle Emission Simulator (MOVES), requires roads to be classified as
urban or rural. MOVES also requires roads to be grouped into one of four road types: rural
restricted, rural unrestricted, urban restricted, and urban unrestricted. To determine a road's
urban or rural status, roads within the adjusted census urban boundary were considered urban
and those outside as rural. NFCs designated as interstate and other freeways are considered
restricted while all others are considered unrestricted. The Michigan Geographic Framework (GIS
digital base map) was used to combine NFC with adjusted census urban boundary to generate
MOVES road types for the network.

6.1.5 Highway Performance Monitoring System (HPMS)

The EPA and FHWA endorse HPMS as the source of VMT estimates. The travel demand modeling
VMT is aggregated by NFC road types for the county, then normalized to HPMS data for the base
year/validation year of the travel demand model. Normalization factors were applied to all
analysis years.

6.2 Analysis Years

Analysis years were determined by the MITC-IAWG. Projects requiring modeling are grouped
into an analysis year based on the project's open-to-traffic date. Emissions are generated for
each analysis year.

7.0 Latest Planning Assumptions
7.1 Demographic Data

The most current and future assumptions developed or approved by the MPO were used in the
development of the travel demand models. Table 2 shows base and future year population and
employment by county from the travel demand models.

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7.4 Transportation Control Measures

There are no transportation control measures (TCMs) identified in the applicable state
implementation plan. Thus, no measures are included at this time.

8.0 Emission Modeling

8.1 MOVES Specifications

The EPA’s MOVES version MOVES2014b was used to generate emissions. Ozone is formed in the
presence of heat and sunlight, so the highest ozone concentrations are monitored during the
summer. This conformity analysis involves generating summer (July) weekday emissions to
simulate the meteorology of a high-ozone summer day.

8.2 Road Type Distribution

HPMS data is used to create MOVES road-type distribution fractions. County-level HPMS
passenger data is used for motorcycle and passenger vehicles, and commercial HPMS is used for
trucks and buses. HPMS VMT is aggregated to MOVES road types, then converted to a fraction,
generating a road-type distribution.

8.3 Average Speed

Speed distributions are created using a method developed by EPA for taking a single average
speed and creating a distribution. The method generates an average speed fraction by MOVES
road type, by day, by hour, and speed bin from speeds generated by the travel demand
forecasting models. The same distribution is used for each vehicle type.

8.4 Ramp Fraction
No ramp fractions were inputted.

8.5 Average Weekday VMT to Annual VMT

Monthly VMT adjustment factors were obtained from MDOT'’s data collection area. The EPA's
AADVMT Converter-Tool MOVES 2014 was used to convert annual average daily VMT to annual
VMT, monthly VMT fractions, and daily VMT fractions. Hourly fractions use MOVES default data. For
motorcycles, the monthly fractions use MOVES defaults since local data is limited. Future analysis
years utilize the same fractions.

8.6 Vehicle Population

The source of the vehicle population is the Michigan Secretary of State (SOS) vehicle registration
database of 2015. The database was supplemented with school bus data from the Michigan
Department of Education and MDOT public transit bus data. The EPA's default distributions were
used to determine intercity bus, refuse truck, single-unit truck, and combination truck categories.

The SOS data must be converted to MOVES source (vehicle) types. Table 5 shows how vehicle body
style combined with plate type and company code are used to obtain MOVES vehicle types.

Future year vehicle population is based on growth in VMT from base year to analysis year. The
growth rate is applied to all MOVES vehicle types. Table 3 shows the VMT for each analysis
year and growth rate.

8.7 Vehicle Age Distribution

MOVES requires vehicle age as one of the local data inputs. The Michigan SOS vehicle registration
database of 2015 was the source of vehicle ages. Vehicles are assigned to an age group, from 0 to 30-
plus, based on model year indicated in the SOS database, with 0 being the newest vehicles (2015 or
newer) and each year is its own group until vehicles are 30 years and older, which are aggregated into
the 30-plus group. The SOS database is sorted by MOVES vehicle types and age. For intercity buses,
refuse trucks, single-unit trucks, and combination trucks, the EPA’s default age distribution are used
to calculate splits in population because of limited local numbers. Base year age distribution fractions
were used for all future analysis years.

8.8 Other Local Data

The MOVES model allows input for other types of local data, if available. This conformity
demonstration used default meteorology data since the budgets were developed using default
data; thus, analysis should also. Lacking local data, defaults were used for hoteling (truck
parking) and starts. The default fuel data is correct for Michigan.

9.0 Conclusion

Conformity has a two-step endorsement process. The MPOs must make a formal conformity
determination through a resolution that the findings of this conformity analysis conform to the
SIP; thus, emissions are at or below the budgets found in the SIP. Then FHWA, jointly with the
FTA, after consultation with the EPA, issues a letter of concurrence with the determination.

The conformity analysis described here and conducted by MDOT, with support of the MACC,
concludes that the MACC 2023-2026 TIP and 2045 LRTP, along with the projects in the 2023-
2026 STIP, contained in Allegan County meet all applicable requirements for conformity for the
2015 and 1997 ozone standards; thus, it is recommended that FHWA support this conformity
determination finding.

Members and partners introduced themselves to the group.

The group discussed projects in the new 2023 to 2026 Transportation Improvement Programs
(TIPs) and State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). The same meeting summary is
used for all three conformity areas.

Allegan County nonattainment area:

The group discussed a new analysis will be needed. Analysis years were discussed and decided.
Listed below are the year and reason selected. The group agreed the 2023 year could be
interpolated.

Base year of travel demand models: 2015

Attainment year for the 2015 ozone national ambient air quality standard

(NAAQS): 2023

Interim year (thus, analysis years are not more than 10 years apart): 2025

Interim year (thus, analysis years are not more than 10 years apart): 2035

Last year of the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP): 2045

The group discussed projects in the Macatawa Area Coordinating Council (MACC) area for both
Allegan and Ottawa Counties. Projects on preliminary review were deemed exempt. At the
meeting, job number 214789 was discussed as a “left-turn lane” over a half-mile and with this
description it was deemed non-exempt. After the meeting, further review showed the previous
description was incomplete. It was adding a “continuous left center turn lane,” which is exempt
if a mile or less. However, the project was added to the travel demand model during the
previous conformity analysis for the 2045 MTP, because all projects that can be modeled are
modeled if a new conformity analysis is required. The group agreed all projects were exempt
for the MACC area in Allegan County and Ottawa County (for the Grand Rapids Limited Orphan
Maintenance Area (LOMA)). The group also agreed the projects in the rural STIP in Allegan
County were exempt.

Muskegon County nonattainment area:

The group discussed and agreed that the same analysis years decided for Allegan County would
be used for the Muskegon County nonattainment area. The group discussed West Michigan
Metropolitan Transportation Planning Program (WestPlan) projects in Muskegon County and
Ottawa County (for Grand Rapids LOMA) and agreed with the preliminary finding that all
projects, except one, was exempt. The group discussed the one non-exempt project and
determined it should be modeled for an open-to-traffic date of 2030. It is in the current TIP so it
can be moved to future TIPs.
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Allegan and Muskegon modeling assumptions for conformity analyses:

The group discussed using MOVES2014b and MOVES3. It was decided MOVES2014b would be
used. There would be no changes to the MOVES inputs besides vehicle miles of travel (VMT),
vehicle hours of travel (VHT) and speeds from the last conformity analyses. Urban travel
demand models will be used for the metropolitan planning organization (MPQ) areas, and the
statewide model used for the rural area in Allegan County.

Grand Rapids Limited Orphan Maintenance Area:

The Grand Rapids Limited Orphan Maintenance Area (LOMA) for the 1997 ozone NAAQS can
demonstrate regional conformity without an emission analysis. Transportation conformity can
be demonstrated by showing the other requirements are met. The group discussed the projects
and those that were preliminarily thought to be non-exempt and determined all but one was
exempt. The rural STIP projects in Ottawa County were discussed and the group agreed all
projects were exempt.

GVMC brought 10 new nonmotorized projects to the meeting. Each project was discussed by
the group. All but one project was considered exempt. One project required further
information because it might be reducing lanes. On reviewing the project after the meeting, it
was determined the project was going to remove one lane for a quarter of a mile. The road is a
two-lane, one-way street. The road diet questionnaire was filled out and sent to the MITC-
IAWG, per policies on road diets, to concur with GVMC and MDOT’s opinion that this road diet
should be exempt. The group concurred. All 10 projects were sent to the MITC-IAWG if they
wanted to review them further. For more details see Additional MITC-IAWG Meeting after this
one.

Other discussion topics:

The group discussed that the classification for both the Allegan and Muskegon 2015 ozone
nonattainment areas will be changed from marginal to moderate because the areas did not
attain the 2015 ozone NAAQS standard by August 2021. The Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) provided the link to the proposed rule which was published in the Federal Register on
April 13, 2022. Link provided below.

The WestPlan staff indicated they have invited an individual from the Michigan Department of
Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) to discuss with businesses what this means for
them. It was suggested this would be good for the MACC and the MPOs in Berrien County, too.
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It was requested the steps in the conformity process be described. The steps were described as
depicted in the image below. Picture being used here to provide clarity.

The group discussed the idea of the MITC-IAWG only reviewing projects at the construction
phase. Phases such as PE, EPE, ROW, NI, etc. would not be reviewed. The WestPlan staff
thought this would make the process less confusing. All federal partners will need to agree
because certain phases affect different federal partners, like the Federal Transit Administration
(FTA). MDOT will draft an e-mail to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) so the idea can
be presented to FHWA headquarters.

Additional MITC-IAWG Meeting:
An e-mail request for additional review was sent to the MITC-IAWG on Monday, April 18, 2022,
to get concurrence for the exempt status for the road diet on Turner Avenue NW. Responses

were received from FHWA, EGLE, MDOT, WestPlan, GVMC, and the MACC, all concurring with
the exempt status.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

As part of its transportation planning process, the Grand Valley
Metro Council (GVMC), the West Michigan Metropolitan
Transportation Planning Program (WestPlan), Macatawa Area
Coordinating Council (MACC), and relevant portions of the State
Transportation Improvement Plan (STIP) completed the
transportation conformity process for the new 2023-2026
Transportation Improvement Programs (TIPs) as well as the
GVMC 2045 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP), and
WestPlan 2045 Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), and the
MACC 2045 LRTP.

This report documents that the GVMC 2045 MTP, WestPlan 2045
LRTP, the MACC 2045 LRTP, and all three associated 2023-2026
TIPs, as well as the STIP in Ottawa County, meet the federal
transportation conformity requirements in 40 CFR Part 93.

Clean Air Act (CAA) section 176(c) (42 U.S.C. 7506(c)) requires
that federally funded or approved highway and transit activities
are consistent with (“conform to”) the purpose of the State
Implementation Plan (SIP). Conformity to the purpose of the SIP
means that transportation activities will not cause or contribute to
new air quality violations, worsen existing violations, or delay
timely attainment of the relevant national ambient air quality
standard (NAAQS) or any interim milestones, 42 U.S.C.
7506(c)(1). United States Environmental Protection Agency’s
(EPA) transportation conformity rules establish the criteria and
procedures for determining whether MTPs, TIPs, and federally
supported highway and transit projects conform to the SIP, 40
CFR Parts 51.390 and 93.

On Feb. 16, 2018, the United States Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia Circuit in South Coast Air Quality Mgmt.
District v. EPA (“South Coast I1,” 882 F.3d 1138) held that
transportation conformity determinations must be made in areas
that were either nonattainment or maintenance for the 1997 ozone
NAAQS and attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS when the
1997 ozone NAAQS was revoked. These conformity
determinations were required in these areas after Feb. 16, 2019.
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The Grand Rapids area (Kent and Ottawa Counties) was in
maintenance at the time of the 1997 ozone NAAQS revocation on
April 6, 2015, and was also designated attainment for the 2008
ozone NAAQS on May 21, 2012. It was also designated attainment
for the 2015 ozone NAAQS on Aug. 3, 2018. Therefore, per the
South Coast 1 decision, this conformity determination is being
made for the 1997 ozone NAAQS on the MTPs and TIPs.

This conformity determination was completed consistent with
CAA requirements, existing associated regulations at 40 CFR
Parts 51.390 and 93, and the South Coast II decision, according to
EPA’s Transportation Conformity Guidance for the South Coast 11
Court Decision issued on Nov. 29, 2018.



1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 TRANSPORTATION CONFORMITY PROCESS

The concept of transportation conformity was introduced in the
CAA of 1977, which included a provision to ensure that
transportation investments conform to a SIP for meeting the
federal air quality standards. Conformity requirements were
made substantially more rigorous in the CAA Amendments of
1990. The transportation conformity regulations that detail
implementation of the CAA requirements were first issued in
November 1993 and have been amended several times. The
regulations establish the criteria and procedures for
transportation agencies to demonstrate that air pollutant
emissions from LRTPs, TIPs, and projects are consistent with
(“conform to”) the state’s air quality goals in the SIP. This
document has been prepared for state and local officials who are
involved in decision-making on transportation investments.

Transportation conformity is required under CAA Section 176(c)
to ensure that federally supported transportation activities are
consistent with (“conform to”) the purpose of a state’s SIP.
Transportation conformity establishes the framework for
improving air quality to protect public health and the
environment. Conformity to the purpose of the SIP means Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) funding and approvals are given to
highway and transit activities that will not cause new air quality
violations, worsen existing air quality violations, or delay timely
attainment of the relevant air quality standard, or any interim
milestone.



1.2 CONFORMITY AREA

The conformity area consists of two counties: Kent and Ottawa.

Within the boundary are the metropolitan planning organizations
(MPOs) of GVMC (core city Grand Rapids), parts of the WestPlan
(core city Muskegon), and MACC (core city Holland/ Zeeland), as
well as the rural projects contained in the STIP in Ottawa County.

Findings of the transportation conformity report are for
transportation activities contained within the conformity area.

1.3 ATTAINMENT STATUS

On April 15, 2004, the EPA issued final designations of areas not
attaining the 1997 ozone NAAQS. Kent and Ottawa Counties
were designated a nonattainment area.

On May 16, 2007, the EPA redesignated the area attainment,
approving and finding adequate motor vehicle emissions budgets
for volatile organic compounds (VOC) and nitrogen oxides (NOx)
for the year 2018. The area was placed into maintenance; this
requires conformity emissions to be compared to the motor
vehicle emission budgets contained in the SIP.

On July 20, 2012, the EPA designated all of Michigan as
attainment for the strengthened 2008 ozone NAAQS.

On July 20, 2013, the EPA partially revoked the 1997 ozone
NAAQS, revoking the requirement to do transportation
conformity for areas that were in maintenance.

On April 6, 2015, the EPA completely revoked the 1997 ozone
NAAQS, which resulted in removal of all transportation
conformity requirements.

On April 23, 2018, FHW A began requiring areas in the country to
conduct conformity if they were a maintenance area for the 1997
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ozone NAAQS and attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS when
the 1997 ozone NAAQS was revoked. This was to comply with
the court’s decision in South Coast II. The Grand Rapids
conformity area was one of these areas. Later, this was amended
to require MPOs to have a conformity in place on Feb. 16, 2019,
and conduct conformity going forward.

On Aug. 3, 2018, the EPA designated both Kent and Ottawa
Counties as attainment for the strengthened 2015 ozone NAAQS.

On March 6, 2020, the EPA published a final rule effective April 6,
2020, that the Grand Rapids 1997 ozone maintenance area's
second maintenance period will be a limited maintenance plan.
Limited maintenance plan areas must show the design value to be
well below the NAAQS and the area's levels of air quality are
unlikely to violate the NAAQS in the future. Areas with limited
maintenance plans are not required to conduct emission modeling
for conformity.

2.0 METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION PLAN, OR LONG-RANGE TRANSPORTATION
PLAN

The MTP, also referred to as an LRTP, is developed by the MPO
to establish a long-term transportation plan. An MTP is federally
required for MPOs to receive federal funding and must provide a
20-year (or longer) horizon. Plans are required to be updated
every four to five years. The purpose of an MTP is to assess future
needs of the area’s transportation system and set goals to meet
those needs. The planning process can enhance quality of life by
fostering the mobility of people and freight in an effective and
safe method. This conformity determination is for new TIPs.

3.0 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM
The TIP is a financially constrained four-year program covering

the most immediate implementation priorities for transportation
projects and strategies from the MTP.



The TIP identifies proposed projects developed by local agencies
in accordance with the joint regulations of the FHWA and the
FTA. These regulations establish the TIP as the programming
phase of the overall continuing, comprehensive, and cooperative
planning process. This planning process includes local
jurisdictions, transit agencies, and state and federal transportation
officials.

Findings of this transportation conformity report are for
transportation activities contained within the conformity area.
The GVMC, WestPlan, MACC, and the rural STIP are developing
new 2023 to 2026 TIPs. This conformity report is to ensure that the
new TIPs in the Grand Rapids maintenance area satisfy their
obligation to the CAA. This analysis also includes all three areas'
MTPs. This report evaluates transportation activities contained in:

e MACC 2045 LRTP in Ottawa County,

e MACC 2023-2026 TIP in Ottawa County,

e GVMC 2045 MTP,

e GVMC 2023-2026 TIP,

e WestPlan 2045 LRTP in Ottawa County,

e WestPlan 2023-2026 TIP in Ottawa County, and

e STIP projects in Ottawa County.

4.0 TRANSPORTATION CONFORMITY DETERMINATION: GENERAL PROCESS

Per the court’s decision in South Coast 11, beginning Feb. 16, 2019, a
transportation conformity determination for the 1997 ozone
NAAQS will be needed in 1997 ozone NAAQS nonattainment
and maintenance areas identified by EPA! for certain
transportation activities, including updated or amended MTPs

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and TIPs. FHWA /FTA made its 1997 ozone NAAQS conformity
determination for the 2040 LRTPs and 2020-2023 TIPs on Sept. 17,
2019. Conformity will now be required no less frequently than
every four years. This conformity determination report will
address transportation conformity for the new 2023-2026 TIPs and
rural STIP, as well as the 2045 MTPs for GVMC, WestPlan, and
the MACC.

5.0 TRANSPORTATION CONFORMITY REQUIREMENTS

5.1 OVERVIEW

On Nov. 29, 2018, EPA issued the Transportation Conformity
Guidance for the South Coast II Court Decision? (EPA-420-B-18-
050, November 2018) that addresses how transportation
conformity determinations can be made in areas that were
nonattainment or maintenance for the 1997 ozone NAAQS when
the 1997 ozone NAAQS was revoked but were designated
attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS in EPA’s original
designations for this NAAQS (May 21, 2012). The area was
designated attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS on May 21,
2012, and Aug. 3, 2018, for the 2015 ozone NAAQS.

The transportation conformity regulation at 40 CFR 93.109 sets
forth the criteria and procedures for determining conformity. The
conformity criteria for MTPs and TIPs includes: latest planning
assumptions (93.110), latest emissions model (93.111),
consultation (93.112), transportation control measures (93.113(b)
and (c)), and emissions budget and/or interim emissions (93.118
and/or 93.119).

For the 1997 ozone NAAQS areas, transportation conformity for
MTPs and TIPs for the 1997 ozone NAAQS can be demonstrated
without a regional emissions analysis, per 40 CFR 93.109(c). This
provision states that the regional emissions analysis requirement
applies one year after the effective date of EPA’s nonattainment

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designation for an NAAQS and until the effective date of
revocation of such NAAQS for an area. The 1997 ozone NAAQS
revocation was effective on April 6, 2015, and the South Coast 11
court upheld the revocation. As no regional emission analysis is
required for this conformity determination, there is no
requirement to use the latest emissions model, or budget or
interim emissions tests.

Therefore, transportation conformity for the 1997 ozone NAAQS
for the GVMC 2045 MTP, WestPlan 2045 LRTP, MACC 2045
LRTP, all three 2023-2026 TIPs, and the rural STIP in Ottawa
County can be demonstrated by showing the remaining
requirements in Table 1 in 40 CFR 93.109 have been met. These
requirements, which are laid out in Section 2.4 of EPA’s guidance
and addressed below, include:

e Latest planning assumptions (93.110),

e Consultation (93.112),

e Transportation Control Measures (93.113), and
e Fiscal constraint (93.108).

5.2 LATEST PLANNING ASSUMPTIONS

The use of latest planning assumptions in 40 CFR 93.110 of the
conformity rule generally apply to regional emissions analysis. In
the 1997 ozone NAAQS areas, the use of the latest planning
assumptions requirement applies to assumptions about
transportation control measures (TCMs) in an approved SIP.

The Michigan SIP does not include any TCMs (see also Section
5.4).

5.3 CONSULTATION REQUIREMENTS

The consultation requirements in 40 CFR 93.112 were addressed
both for interagency consultation and public consultation.

Interagency consultation was conducted with MACC, WestPlan,
GVMC, the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT), the

Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy
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(EGLE), FHWA, FTA, and EPA. A summary of the Michigan
Transportation Interagency Workgroup (MITC-IAWG) meeting
on April 14, 2022, and relevant interagency consultation
correspondence related to this conformity is in Appendix A.
Interagency consultation was conducted consistent with
Michigan’s conformity SIP.

Public consultation will be conducted consistent with planning
rule requirements in 23 CFR 450. The Public Participation Plan
adopted by the MPO Policy Committee establishes the procedures
by which the MPOs reach affected public agencies and the public.
The same procedures were followed for this document, ensuring
the public has an opportunity to review and comment before the
MPOs make a determination.

A formal public comment period for this draft conformity report
was held from May 2 to May 16, 2022, for GVMC and from May
10 to 24, 2022, for WestPlan and May 11 to 25, 2022, for the
MACC. Public comments received and responses to those
comments are in Appendix B.

The GVMC Policy Committee will make a formal conformity
determination through a resolution on May 18, 2022.

The WestPlan Policy Committee will make a formal conformity
determination through a resolution on June 15, 2022.

The MACC Policy Committee will make a formal conformity
determination through a resolution on June 6, 2022.

5.4 TIMELY IMPLEMENTATION OF TRANSPORTATION CONTROL MEASURES

The Michigan SIP does not include any TCMs.
5.5 FISCAL CONSTRAINT

Transportation conformity requirements in 40 CFR 93.108 state
that transportation plans and TIPs must be fiscally constrained
consistent with the metropolitan planning regulations at 23 CFR
part 450. The LRTPs and 2023-2026 TIPs are fiscally constrained,
as demonstrated in:

e GVMC 2045 MTP, Chapter 7 Funding the Vision,

2023-2026 TIPs, and the 2023-2026 STIP for Ottawa County
demonstrates that these planning documents meet the CAA and

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Members and partners introduced themselves to the group.

The group discussed projects in the new 2023 to 2026 Transportation Improvement Programs (TIPs) and
State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). The same meeting summary is used for all three
conformity areas.

Allegan County nonattainment area:

The group discussed a new analysis will be needed. Analysis years were discussed and decided. Listed
below are the year and reason selected. The group agreed the 2023 year could be interpolated.
Base year of travel demand models: 2015
Attainment year for the 2015 ozone national ambient air quality standard (NAAQS): 2023
Interim year (thus, analysis years are not more than 10 years apart): 2025
Interim year (thus, analysis years are not more than 10 years apart): 2035
Last year of the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP): 2045

The group discussed projects in the Macatawa Area Coordinating Council (MACC) area for both Allegan
and Ottawa Counties. Projects on preliminary review were deemed exempt. At the meeting, job number
214789 was discussed as a “left-turn lane” over a half-mile and with this description it was deemed non-
exempt. After the meeting, further review showed the previous description was incomplete. It was
adding a “continuous left center turn lane,” which is exempt if a mile or less. However, the project was
added to the travel demand model during the previous conformity analysis for the 2045 MTP, because all
projects that can be modeled are modeled if a new conformity analysis is required. The group agreed all
projects were exempt for the MACC area in Allegan County and Ottawa County (for the Grand Rapids
Limited Orphan Maintenance Area (LOMA)). The group also agreed the projects in the rural STIP in
Allegan County were exempt.

Muskegon County nonattainment area:

The group discussed and agreed that the same analysis years decided for Allegan County would be used
for the Muskegon County nonattainment area. The group discussed West Michigan Metropolitan
Transportation Planning Program (WestPlan) projects in Muskegon County and Ottawa County (for
Grand Rapids LOMA) and agreed with the preliminary finding that all projects, except one, was exempt.
The group discussed the one non-exempt project and determined it should be modeled for an open-to-
traffic date of 2030. It is in the current TIP so it can be moved to future TIPs.

Allegan and Muskegon modeling assumptions for conformity analyses:

The group discussed using MOVES2014b and MOVES3. It was decided MOVES2014b would be used.
There would be no changes to the MOVES inputs besides vehicle miles of travel (VMT), vehicle hours of
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travel (VHT) and speeds from the last conformity analyses. Urban travel demand models will be used for
the metropolitan planning organization (MPQ) areas, and the statewide model used for the rural area in
Allegan County.

Grand Rapids Limited Orphan Maintenance Area:

The Grand Rapids Limited Orphan Maintenance Area (LOMA) for the 1997 ozone NAAQS can
demonstrate regional conformity without an emission analysis. Transportation conformity can be
demonstrated by showing the other requirements are met. The group discussed the projects and those
that were preliminarily thought to be non-exempt and determined all but one was exempt. The rural
STIP projects in Ottawa County were discussed and the group agreed all projects were exempt.

GVMC brought 10 new nonmotorized projects to the meeting. Each project was discussed by the group.
All but one project was considered exempt. One project required further information because it might be
reducing lanes. On reviewing the project after the meeting, it was determined the project was going to
remove one lane for a quarter of a mile. The road is a two-lane, one-way street. The road diet
guestionnaire was filled out and sent to the MITC-IAWG, per policies on road diets, to concur with GVMC
and MDOT’s opinion that this road diet should be exempt. The group concurred. All 10 projects were
sent to the MITC-IAWG if they wanted to review them further. For more details see Additional MITC-
IAWG Meeting after this one.

Other discussion topics:

The group discussed that the classification for both the Allegan and Muskegon 2015 ozone
nonattainment areas will be changed from marginal to moderate because the areas did not attain the
2015 ozone NAAQS standard by August 2021. The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) provided the
link to the proposed rule which was published in the Federal Register on April 13, 2022. Link provided
below.

The WestPlan staff indicated they have invited an individual from the Michigan Department of
Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) to discuss with businesses what this means for them. It was
suggested this would be good for the MACC and the MPOs in Berrien County, too.

It was requested the steps in the conformity process be described. The steps were described as depicted
in the image below. Picture being used here to provide clarity.
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The group discussed the idea of the MITC-IAWG only reviewing projects at the construction phase.
Phases such as PE, EPE, ROW, NI, etc. would not be reviewed. The WestPlan staff thought this would
make the process less confusing. All federal partners will need to agree because certain phases affect
different federal partners, like the Federal Transit Administration (FTA). MDOT will draft an e-mail to the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) so the idea can be presented to FHWA headquarters.

Additional MITC-IAWG Meeting:

An e-mail request for additional review was sent to the MITC-IAWG on Monday, April 18, 2022, to get
concurrence for the exempt status for the road diet on Turner Avenue NW. Responses were received
from FHWA, EGLE, MDOT, WestPlan, GVMC, and the MACC, all concurring with the exempt status.

Also, job number 214789, project within the MACC project list, was discussed at length with a description of left turn
lane and the group classified it as such as non-exempt. The correct description should have been continuous left center
turn lane. As such the project is exempt. The project was modeled in the LRTP air quality runs and thus has been
modeled and will continue to be modeled.
